South Australian Blind Powerlifting

The competition was organised by BSSA and SABAC with the support of the South Australian Powerlifting Association (SAPA) who provided the venue, officials and equipment.   Planning began in late 2006 to hold the competition at the RSB Main Hall, Gilles plains on Saturday November 3.  SAPA agreed to transport all its lifting apparatus from Barmera to Adelaide and encouraged its members to join in by naming it as its State Championships.  However, due to the very low numbers of blind lifters (2 entrants) it was decided to change the venue to the Barmera Recreation Center to save set up time, effort and transportation costs.

About 50 people were in attendance, which included 13 lifters (6 female, 7 male), and 11 officials. Brad Henderson competed as a junior in the 67.5kg weight division while Colin Priestley lifted in the Masters III category in the 90kg weight class.  Their results are shown below.

 On Tuesday 10th July the Australian Team left Adelaide bound for Colorado Springs USA.  The team consisted of two athletes, both from South Australia.  Brad Henderson (Track and Field) and Kieran Murphy (Swimming) along with Swimming Coach, Malissa Lavis and Damien Henderson the Team manager.  After catching 4 flights and 31 hours later we arrived in Colorado Springs, Colorado USA.
Competition began on Friday 13th July and finished on Sunday 15th July.  Brad competed first up on the Friday in Javelin at an altitude of 7500 feet.   Saturday afternoon saw Brad compete in Shotput.
Kieran competed in swimming which started Saturday 14th July and finished on the Sunday. The swimming was held at the U.S Olympic Training Centre, giving the event a special atmosphere.
There were eleven events which both athletes competed in and as a result in eleven medals were won.
Brad 1 Gold and 1 Silver
Kieran 2 Gold, 6 Silver and 1 Bronze.
This competition was held at 6000 ft and above which made any physical activity difficult. Some teams had been in Colorado Springs for 3 weeks prior to acclimatize.
The highlights were travelling the high standards of competition.  Twenty six Nations competed, all staying at the Colorado College campus.  This resulted in friendships being made and helping each other despite obvious language barriers.
We stopped over in Los Angeles on the way home to Australia. A tour of the city showed us just how big and busy LA is.  Overall we caught 9 flights in 9 days.
This trip was a fantastic experience enjoyed by all team members.  It wouldn’t have been possible without everybody's help and support.
We sincerely thank all organisations and individuals for their financial support in making this trip happen.
